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Introduction

The Sentinel Stroke National Audit Programme (SSNAP) is a major national healthcare quality improvement programme based in the School of
Population Health and Environmental Studies at King’s College London. SSNAP measures the quality and organisation of stroke care in the NHS
and is the single source of stroke data in England, Wales, and Northern Ireland. SSNAP measures both the processes of care (clinical audit)
provided to stroke patients, as well as the structure of stroke services (organisational audit) against evidence-based standards, including the 2023
National Clinical Guideline for Stroke.

SSNAP has been commissioned by the Healthcare Quality Improvement Partnership (HQIP) to deliver an organisational audit of acute and post-
acute services. This will involve auditing acute and post-acute providers directly about the care they provide for stroke patients
